Harvester head

Ponsse H53 is a multi-purpose head for stems under
50 cm (20 in) in diameter. It works efficiently in either
final felling or thinnings. The H53 has excellent ma-
noeuvrability and capacity with a harvester head this
light. It handles stems up to 50 cm (20 in) in diameter
with unbelievable efficiency. It has ample feed power
and it tightly grips the stem with three feed rollers.
The hydraulic connection of the feed rollers guarantees
a non-slip grip, which extends the service life of the
feed motors.

The H53 has five delimbing knives that effectively
delimb trees without debarking the stem. The front
knives are specially designed for delimbing down to
the small top diameter. The rear knives are designed
for delimbing heavy limbs all the way from the butt-
end.

As the H53 gets a firm grip on the
stem, it provides a very accurate
measurement of stem diameters. A
roller is located in the center of the
harvester head that measures
stem length, so the
measuring grip on the

stem does not change during feeding. Feeding friction
of the H53 has been minimised so that the tree moves
effortlessly through the feed rollers. The H53 easily
handles all types of stems; birch, pine, eucalyptus
and Sitka spruce.

Felling is accurate and controlled with the Ponsse
H53, and the head hanger has an extensive range
of movement. A computer adjusts the stem grip force
according to the its diameter during felling, sawing,
and handling of the thick part of the stem. The strong
grip also makes it possible to pull heavy stems with
the crane. The stem pressing force is correspondingly
lowered while thin stems are being pruned. After the
stem is cut, the automatic saw control smoothly stops
the saw. The Ponsse H53 can be fitted with color
marking, stump treatment equipment and an OptiQil
chain lubrication system.

Rubber-cushioned steel plate rollers grip
the stem tightly without damaging the
tree. Steel claw rollers are also available.
The plate rollers in the picture are pa-
tented. US.Pat. 6394259.

Harvester heads

Ponsse H60 and H60e are mid-size multi-purpose
heads for final felling and thinning. Reliable H60/e
harvester heads have been manufactured since 1987.
The design and structure of the H60 have been de-
veloped over the years, resulting in a very reliable
and versatile unit. Its reliability is based on its solid,
compact structure. The jointed arms are as short and
thick as possible.

The H60/e has unequalled capacity for a har-
vester head this light. The feed power of the head is
24 kN (5400 Ib) and the feed speed is as high as 5
m/s (17 ft/s). This guarantees efficient handling of
stems up to 65 cm (25.6 in) in diameter. Regardless
of its high capacity, the unit is light and
narrow, and it does not unnecessarily
damage trees left standing.

The H60/e is equipped with bogie
style roller assemblies that conform to
the shape of the tree. The assemblies
can be fitted with paired rollers or tracks.

The feed rollers have a non-slipping, very
powerful grip. The track rollers have a

wide, powerful grip that minimises surface damage
to the stem.

The H60 is fitted with either 2 or 4 delimbing
knives and the H60e with 3 or 5 delimbing knives,
depending on the customers’ needs. The delimbing
result is perfect with the bogie roller design and a fast
powerful feed. Although the HB0 delimbs efficiently,
it does not debark the trees.

The units valve system is located in the harvester
head itself, making it easy to service and adjust. The
hydraulic hoses are routed to minimize damage. The
Ponsse HE0/e can be fitted with color marking, stump
treatment equipment and an OptiQOil chain lubrication

system.

The H6Oe is based on the same reliable
technology as the H60. The H60e’s
specifications have been improved by
adding, for instance, a hydraulically
movable rear delimbing knife.

Over 10 years of technical developments
have made the H60 extremely reliable
and structurally versatile. The paired
roller feeder is shown in the picture.
